▪ coveting earnestly, striving after

▪ going about

Knock:  to strike, to knock with a heavy 

blow, beat a door with a stick

▪ to gain admittance

▪ as an appeal, with desire, 

urgency, desperation and 

insistence



If we knock, it will be opened
▪ Door into the sheepfold - Jn. 10:1, 7-9

▪ Door of faith - Acts 14:27

▪ Door of opportunity - Col. 4:2-3
